The framing section can be manufactured from softwood 
timber with a density range of 500kg/M3 - 600kg/M3 and a 
minimum cross section of 90mm x 40mm, with corner radius of 
no greater than 2mm(r).

Beading System
The beads can be manufactured from hardwood with a 
minimum density of 500kg/M3 - 600kg/M3. The fixings can 
be either 40mm long x 4.1mm diameter screws or 50mm long 
x 1.80mm diameter pins, both can be positioned at 150mm 
centres. The minimum depth of the bead must not be less than 
35mm and the cover height is variable dependent upon glass 
type and thickness.

Installation Instructions
1. �Apply the Pyroplex® FS60 Glazing Screen seal to the glass, 

position the glass and seal within the bead section.

2. �Fix the bead to the frame section; using either 40mm long x 
4.1mm diameter screws or 50mm long x 1.80mm diameter 
pins, both can be positioned at 200mm centres.

3. �Repeat Step 2 to secure glass into  
the final position.
